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CLICO Barbados Teachers’ Awards 2009

INTRODUCTION

The CLICO Barbados Teachers' Awards acknowledges the contribution of the teaching profession to national
development and seeks to honour outstanding teachers and in so doing promote excellence in teaching by providing
models of best practice.
Teachers participating in the awards programme, which comprises two (2) stages, take part in a number of activities
aimed at showcasing their knowledge and skills as teachers. Based on his or her performance in these activities, one
teacher from among those participating is selected to be Teacher of the Year.

MANAGEMENT OF AWARDS
The CLICO Barbados Teachers' Awards is administered by the "Barbados Teachers' Awards Advisory Committee”
which is assisted by a selection panel appointed by the Ministry of Education to administer the process.

PROCESS

Stage | (Preliminaries) : Clinical Observation & Portfolio Assessment — Term |, 2009-2010

Nominees deemed eligible to participate in the CLICO Barbados Teachers Awards prepare portfolios showcasing work
done during the first fourteen (14) weeks, during which time they are observed teaching on two (2) occasions by a team
of two (2) persons. Based on the observations and portfolios, not more than ten (10) teachers are selected to continue
to the second stage of the programme.

Stage 11 (Finals): Interview & Topic Presentation — Term |1, 2009 - 2010

Early in January 2010, finalsists will be invited to meet with the Selection Panel to introduce themselves to members
of the panel, briefly discuss matters relating to education and afterwards to make a presentation on a topic which they
will have chosen from a list of topics provided by the Selection Panel.

The finalist with the highest cumulative score from all the stages is adjudged "Teacher of the Year™ by the Selection
Panel.
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AWARDS
. All participants receive a certificate of participation.
. Finalists receive, in addition, a cheque for BDS $1,000 and a trophy.
. Schools at which the finalists work receive a trophy.
. The Teacher of the Year wins dinner for two (2) at a restaurant, receives a year's subscription to an educational

journal of his or her choice, gets a term away from his or her school, gets to attend the Association for
Supervision and Curriculum Development (ASCD) conference held yearly and receives a cheque for
BDS $10, 000.
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE TEACHER OF THE YEAR
The recipient of the Teacher of the Year Award will be required during the ensuing two (2) years

& to undertake a short attachment at the Ministry of Education

& to contribute to the professional development of teachers in his/her area of specialisation

HOW TO PARTICIPATE
ELIGIBILITY

Participants must:

& be trained full-time teachers in a public or private school;

& have a minimum of five (5) years' teaching experience;

& have at least two (2) years remaining in the profession and

& be a citizen of Barbados or a foreign national residing in Barbados for a minimum of five (5) years.

ENTRY
1. Each public or private school is invited to make nominations for the CLICO Barbados Teachers' Awards.
2. For nominations to be considered, they must be:

(a) proposed by a Principal or, in his/her absence, the Deputy Principal/Senior Teacher (public primary
schools), who must complete the relevant sections (I and 111) on the official nomination form, which
bears the CLICO Barbados Teachers’ Awards logo;
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ENTRY (Continued)

(b) seconded by a teaching peer , who must complete the relevant section (11) on the official nomination
form (Form A) only;

(c) and accepted by the nominee, who must indicate his/her acceptance by completing the official
nominee’s form, which bears the CLICO Barbados Teachers’ Awards logo.

Barbados Teachers' Awards and are selected based on classroom observation, a portfolio, an interview and a presentation.

The Selection Committee, which administers the programme, invites nominations for the Teacher of the Year. These must
be proposed by the Principal of the institution where the nominee teaches, or, in his/her absence, the Deputy Principal / Senior
Teacher (public primary schools), who must complete the relevant sections (I and I1I) of the nomination form (Form A). Each
nomination must also be seconded by a teaching peer , who must complete the relevant section (I1) of the nomination form
(Form A).
